Selection criteria
1. Potential impact of the project on the state of knowledge in integrated catchment management in Australia
2. Potential impact of funds on the project outcomes
Selection process
Selection will be undertaken by a panel made up of the RBMS executive and invited expert assessors. The panel will consider diversity and inclusion as an explicit part of the selection process.
We encourage applications from underrepresented groups and applications for projects which support diverse perspectives in integrated catchment management, including Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander perspectives.
Expectations and use of funds
Funds may be used for project expenses or living expenses while studying. Funds will be awarded as a bank transfer to the student. The awardee will be expected to acknowledge the funding provided by the RBMS on any research outputs such as journal articles.
